


in order to accommodate employees
working in the building throughout the
construction. Maintaining egress paths
for L3 Communications personnel in the
alleyway between buildings was difficult
due to space limitations. In addition,
Weiss' project team was charged with
completing the entire scope of work
within a tight project timeframe of three
months.

SEARCING FOR A SOLUTION
Weiss Contractors assembled a top-
notch project team to complete the two
multi-phase projects. The first step was
demolishing the unoccupied quadrants
of each building and then renovating

the infrastructures. Demolition work
included removing lab environments
with raised access flooring, as well as
existing restroom facilities. The project
included completely reworking the
building’s restrooms, converting from
floor mounted to wall hung fixtures with
electronic sensor controlled water valves.
Weiss replaced all HVAC ductwork in each
of the buildings, eliminating old lined
duct, thus improving long term health
considerations. Once the laboratories
were demolished, the space was converted
into an office environment with modular
work stations. Installing ADA accessible

ramps and crosswalks also brought the
buildings up to code.

THE RESULTS

Weiss Contractors completed the two
projects in three months, within budget
and at a minimal disruption to the
employees working in the buildings.
The project, which also included ADA
modifications, passed the first inspection
with no findings.
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
